Jesus, who said, "The Good Shepherd 

gives his life for the sheep," gives  all 

of himself to us: his love, his care, his 

comfort, even to the point of dying 

for us.

But the first day after the Sabbath, a 

young man dressed in white and seated 

at the right of the tomb said to the 

women, "You search for Jesus of 

Nazareth who was crucified. He is 

risen. He is no longer here. 

After his resurrection, Jesus ascends 

to heaven, to God the Father, who, 

through the risen Christ, sends the 

Holy Spirit to his followers.
