Paschal Mystery  

   Paschal Mystery refers to the Death and 

Resurrection of Christ. 

  

 In dealing with young children,  

 the two always linked  

 -  it is one mystery 

 - death without resurrection is alarming

presenting the Paschal mystery. 
 

 Need time to  penetrate the                                             
meaning.  
 

 Empty tomb looks at  the  

 moment when Christ’s body  

 is first discovered as “missing”. 

  

 This truth took some time for the disciples to 
understand.
